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Under the Kansas code for care of children contained i¥i'Kansas statutes
Annotated (K.5.A.), this Court designates each of the following: .
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Riverside Hospital, 2622 . Central, Wichita, Kansas

St. Francis Medical Center, 905 N. Emporia, Wichita, Kansas
St. Joseph Medical Center, 3600 E. Harry, Wichita, Kansas
Wesley Medical Center, 550 N. Hillside, Wichita, Kansas

as a “"shelter facility", as defined in K.5.A. 38-1502 as amended, for the
purpose of receiving placement by a law enforcement officer of a minor whom
the officer has probable cause to believe is a "child in need of care" and
who is in need of immediate inpatient medical care and treatment.

The Court also designates the Wichita Childrens Home, 810 N. Holyoke,
Wichita, Kansas, as a shelter facility to receive placement of a minor
believed to be a *child in need of care" who does not appear to need
inpatient medical care and treatment.

The above designations are subject to the following conditions:

1. this use of any of the above shelter facilities is applicable
only for a child who has residence or is found within Sedgwick
County;

2 the shelter facility designated by this Order and the law
enforcement officer involved must both comply with the
requirements of K.S5.A. 38-1528 as amended;

3. when placed in a hospital or medical center, the law
enforcement agency must immediately remove the child from such
medical shelter facility upon receipt of notice that inpatient
care is no longer necessary; and

4. this Order shall not create any liability on this Court and
shall not have the legal effect of making this Court or a law
enforcement agency liable for the payment of the costs of
shelter care, medical treatment and/or hospital services
rendered during the period of protective custody authorized by
K.S.A. 38-1528 as amended. Liability for the payment of such
coste shall be determined pursuant to prevailing law. -

IT IS BY THE COURT ORDERED that the above designation as "shelter
facility" pursuant to the Kansas code for care of children shall remain in
effect until 2400 hours on May 1, 1999, unless sooner rescinded by further
order of this Court.
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
